What is Vocation?

God calls each of us by name (lsaiah 43.1), and the heart of
responding to our vocation is to be the unique person God calls us
to be.

Scripture is full of inspiring stories of very ordinary people who
achieved extraordinary things when answering God’'s call and
putting it into action. each of us has something particular to
contribute to God’s plan for his kingdom.

e |s there a need for this ministry?



e Ask God In prayer how you may become all that God intends
you to be. What are the gifts and experiences God has given
you that could be used for the Kingdom?

e Speak to people who know you well and who you trust. Speak to
your parish priest or chaplain and begin to explore your
vocation with them.
